Getting to NAAC

BANGALORE is well connected by air and train with other cities in India. There are daily flights from Bangalore to
different parts of the Country. Airport coach transfers run by the Bangalore Metropolitan Transport
Corporation, tourist taxis, and prepaid taxi services provide convenient and speedy transfers to and from the
airport. Bangalore has an important railway station on the southern railway network. Bangalore is located at

the junction of National Highway 4, 7 and 48 that connects it to all parts of the country with good roads.

FROM BENGALURU INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT (BIAL):

By BUS: Bangalore Metropolitan Transport Corporation (BMTC) has
Volvo buses from various points of the city every 15 minutes to the
Bangalore International Airport (BiAL). To reach NAAC you may take
BUS Route No 02, 11 to Vijay Nagar and Mysore Road Bus Station,
Duration: 1 hr. 50 min. (about - 4 km away from NAAC office.) OR to
Kempegowda Bus Station (Majestic) Route No. 09 Duration: 1 hr. 15
min. (about - 12 km away from NAAC office.)

BY TAXI: Taxis are a fairly comfortable way to travel in Bangalore, albeit a little expensive. If you are coming
to NAAC directly from the station or from the Airport, try to come by a pre-paid cab. From Airport: MERU:
44224422 Easy Cab: 43434343 Fares: Rs 15/km with waiting charge of Rs 60 per hour.

FroM BUS / TRAIN STATIONS:

BY BUS: The buses from Kempe Gowda Bus Station that come to Nagarbhavi circle are: 238 A, B, C, 235 E,
[From PLATFORM 19 A] - from Nagarbhavi Circle it is walkable distance around 100 meters. The NAAC
campus is located Opposite to National Law School of India University (NLSIU). If one does not get a bus
to Nagarbhavi, it is also convenient to catch a bus to VIJAYNAGAR Bus stop (Plat form No. 1, 2, route No. 61,
61A ) and an auto-rickshaw from there to NAAC (about - 4 km to NAAC office).

BY TRAIN: The Bangalore City Railway is the nearest Railway Station which is opposite to Kempe Gowda Bus
Station. It is about 12 km from NAAC. You can take pre paid auto from the railway station.

Autos are a fairly convenient means of commuting in
Bangalore. However, they do have their drawbacks. Being on
the outskirts of Bangalore as it is, Nagarbhavi is not exactly a
preferred location for the Auto-rickshaw Drivers.

If you take an auto to NAAC which is 100 meter away from
“Nagarbhavi Circle" during night, or with excess baggage, or
with more than three people, they may even ask for (1 % on
meter) more.
